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 Health Issues 
  K&P are pleased to say that K continues to lose 
weight according to plan, but they are not entirely sure 
what the plan is. Folks who have not seen him for a 
while are talking about the 'new sylph likeô Keith!!!!!!!!   
He also had very good reports concerning his feet, 
eyes and general diabetes tests. Pauline has had an 
unpleasant attack of sciatica leaving her left leg with 
some soreness and numbness; she would appreciate 
prayers for complete healing, as this can hamper, but 
not stop, some of the things she needs to do. 
  Other than that K&P are happy to say that they 
continue to be in good health, and thank the Lord for 
the way He cares for them. 

What of the future   
  In September 2002 before K&P went to Cornwall they 
knew the Lord wanted them to work in Evangelism in 
St Just, Hayle and St Teath.  They were not sure what 
form of evangelism or what they were going to do but 
as they sat in the car park in St Just, Keith heard the 
Lord's instructions to visit the houses in the block in 
front of them.  They had a box of Bibles so they 
decided to offer each home a Bible and then a Bible in 
every home in St Just, Hayle and St Teath.  The Lord 
then expanded the vision to the whole of Cornwall.  
God never gives us jobs that can be accomplished 
without the supernatural.   
  Last month K&P have been sharing with various folk 
the óPloughing, Sowing and Reapingô presentation 
which has focused K&Ps thoughts on ówhat after St 
Teath?ô During their holiday in November, Pauline 
spent some time working out how long it would take 
them to offer a Bible to every home in Cornwall; at their 
present rate of delivery it worked out at 181 years.   
Pauline has a great desire, like Paul in Philippians 1: 
21 - 23, to be called to higher service, the thought of 
working for another 181 years did not fill her with 
delight.  Recently K&P have come to the realisation 
that after 8 years of doing this sort of evangelism they 
have gained both experience and knowledge which 
they could share with the local churches.  The Lord has 
begun to show them how this delivery could be done. 
  The five fold ministry listed in Ephesians   includes the 
ministry of an evangelist and as one pastor shared with 
them the ministry gifts are for the equipping of the 
saints, not for one person to do it all. K&P believe that 
the Lord is releasing them to teach others what the 
Lord has shown them, which will include 'hands on' 
training. The Lord opened up the vision to show them 
that if churches or individuals were willing to learn in 
the area of Prophetic Evangelism, K&P should be 
ready and willing to go to those places and take a 
month to train four or more people in this form of 
evangelism. K&P do not believe that this is the only 

way to do evangelism, but it is one of the tools that the 
Lord has given to His church to reach out to the lost, 
and door to door work in an area ensures that most 
people have the opportunity to hear the good news of 
Jesus.  
  K&P are able to move around, and do this as their 
home is transferable. Over some time now the Lord 
has been causing them to put together a teaching 
resource, Acts 1:8 Evangelism, and with the help of 
others in the MMM  team, (many thanks to Leticia 

Rebello for the graphics) this is now taking shape. The 
MMM  team are also hoping to produce a general 

presentation of Ploughing, Sowing and Reaping which 
will include power point, booklet and a MP3 disc which 
will be available on the website when completed. 
  Is this only for Cornwall one asks? No, K&P believe 
that the Lord may open doors in other areas of the 
country; some places have already shown interest.  
K&P are open before the Lord so when the mandate of 
Bible delivery is completed in St Teath, He will speak 
clearly concerning the next venue, and then 
subsequent places.  2010 will be a year when the work 
already given by God should be completed by late 
spring and then the Lord will open the way to further 
His Kingdom. 

 Bible Delivery  
  Bible delivery in Delabole was finished by the team 
while K&P were 'up country' sharing about what they 
do in Cornwall. When they returned it was decided to 
start St Teath. Having begun Delabole by working 
down both sides of the B3314, Keith believed it was 
right to begin St Teath by working down both sides of 
the B3267 which cuts through St Teath. On the first 
day back the wind blew and the rain came down in 
torrents, consequently a lot of sharing and praying took 
place but hardly any delivery. On Wednesday Keith 
and Sylvia had an eventful and productive morning. 
They encountered two families whose lives had been 
scarred by contact with the occult, and Keith offered to 
come back with Pauline if they would like it. One of the 
families said óyesô. K&P shared further with that family 
that evening. The situation also affected the older 
children who were not present.  They left offering to 
come back at any time if needed. Two weeks later they 
received a phone call from the family wanting to see 
them.   K&P shared the good news of Jesus and told 
the family of their need to trust in Him. They prayed 
around the house, leaving the family with opportunity to 
decide what they would do with the salvation Jesus 
offered them. When K&P returned, the gentleman was 
very keen to put his trust in Jesus and during a time of 
prayer the adults in the family and the eldest of the 
children, prayed and asked Jesus to forgive their sins 
and come into their lives. There followed a time of 
prayer and an offer of linking the family with a local

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church. Keith and Pat continued down the road in the 
afternoon, and once again encountered someone who 
was into the occult, but also a number of people who 
were open and ready to receive the Bibles and the 
words of life that Keith and Pat were offering them. 
   When MMM  finished Bible delivery in St Just there 

was a week's mission held in the open area in the 
centre of the town, but when the team moved to Hayle 
it was realised that there was no centre to Hayle as it is 
a linear village. Keith decided that on every area which 
was finished the team would take in a cross and stand 
and do some street preaching. This has a twofold 
purpose, firstly to declare that the 'earth is the Lord's 
and all it contains' and secondly to share once again 
with those who care to listen. As Bible delivery in 
Delabole phase 1 had been completed, it was arranged 
to take the cross and preach in the streets which had 
received the Bibles. Pauline unearthed her guitar from 
under the bed, Keith polished his loud voice and the 
team prepared to come along and praise the Lord. The 
team was joined by Shirley Worden, who regularly 
preaches in the streets of Exeter, Truro and Plymouth. 
During the middle week of November the MMM  team  

went out on the streets of Delabole praising, sharing 
and turning down a couple of offers of money, Pauline 
was not sure whether they were paying them for the 
singing or to go away to another street!!!!!

 Micah Prayer Day and Half night of Prayer  

 November saw the last Micah Prayer Day at Delabole 

for the time being. Gavin once again shared what God 
had put in his heart. The Lord had led him to 1 Kings 
22:1-18. He challenged us with the question 'Why do 
we do the opposite of what God has said?' God says 
go and we so often say to people come to our 
meeting!! People so often don't reject the gospel, they 
just don't know what the gospel is because we as 

Christians are not being the salt and light that we 
should be. People can't choose because they don't 
know. God speaks through His word and by the 
revelation of the Holy Spirit and the Lord gives us the 
tools to dig the ground; but we so often choose to use 
our hands to dig with. We must allow the Holy Spirit 
first to pick the necessary tools and then to allow Him 
to do His work through us... We were made to worship, 
but what are we worshipping? With these thoughts 
ringing in our minds we turned to prayer and the Lord 
led us by the Holy Spirit to pray for things concerning 
the work beginning in St Teath. St Teath is a village 
with a centre, and there were things the Holy Spirit 
shared with us about people gathering around the 
centre, also pictures of seed going into the ground and 
fishing nets being tightened. We prayed for the Lord to 
send the laborers out into the harvest fields. Pauline 
was reminded of something she heard Reinhard 
Bonnke preach. He said we will preach the gospel and 
we will invite the churches to come and help pull in the 
nets and gather the harvest.  
  The half night of prayer was held at Ken and Hilda 
McCloud's home. The day before K&P met with Doug 
Wilton to look around St Teath Methodist Chapel, and 
he kindly gave them a key to enable the team to get 
into the chapel. As it is an older chapel the key was 
substantial, and during the half night of prayer the Lord 
led us to pray concerning the opening of doors and 
ways into the village. As the village has a centre we 
prayed much that Jesus would be the centre of 
the lives of the villagers and then the life of the village.

Rev Moses invited K&P to share 
their Ploughing, Sowing and Reaping presentation with 
his local pastors and preachers. Later they went to 
Ludgvan to share there. Again it was such a blessing 
to see friends who have stood with K&P and the work 
of MMM  over many years, and share with them what 

the Lord had been doing in Delabole, and some of the 
ways that K&P believe the Lord may be taking the work 
of MMM .

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  Sunday saw K&P returning to St Teath ready to take 
the Cafe Church meeting in Delabole. It was just over a 
year since K&P first shared at the Cafe Church in 
Camelford and the work in St Teath was all before 
them, and now just over a year later they were able to 
say that out of 637 habitated properties visited in 
Delabole and St Teath 78% of people took Bibles and 
tracts.  

 
Cornwall Prayer Initiative Day  
  On November the 28th K&P attended the Cornwall 
Prayer Initiative day in Truro. It was so encouraging to 
meet with other Christians from all over Cornwall who 
have a heart to see God move in the area and to see 
people come to know Jesus. They began with praise 
and lifting up the name of the Lord, followed by a time 
of silently listening to what God had to say either for us 
personally or for the County, the things for the County 
were shared together. There was a time of praying for 
those who we were seeking to come to the Lord. There 
was a further time of lifting up the name of Jesus. It 
was encouraging to see a number of people there 
under the age of 40. It is sad that at so many meetings 
these days that K&P at the grand age of nearly 60 are 
often amongst the youngest there, but on this day there 
were at least a dozen young people in the 20 - 30 
age bracket. It was even more encouraging when one 
of the young ladies shared about praying life into those 
of us who were beginning to feel our age. This was 
taken up by the leadership and the young people were 
encouraged to pray for any who had age related 
needs; followed by a time where the older ones 
prayed that the young people would know the direction 
of the Lord in their lives. This was an excellent day in 
which the Lord led the meeting and the lost of Cornwall 
were prayed for. 

Work on the van  
  K&P have lived in their motor home (affectionately 
nicknamed Big Bertha) for eight years now, and some 
things are being to look tired (other than K&P that is), 
so as part of their holiday in November they headed for 
a caravan re-upholsters in Bristol. They have now 
chosen and ordered some new upholstery which they 
hope will be fitted early in the New Year. The other 
major event in the van's life is the MOT. It was due 
around the beginning of December. The garage kindly 
lent K&P a car which they used to visit Ed Hart for a 
coffee, David and Lynda's to collect their post, and 
M&S for lunch. They headed back to the garage only to 
find that the van had failed the test. One of the tyres 
needed changing, and a new shock absorber fitted. 
Now this proved to be a problem because the engine is 
Fiat, the body a Hobby, and the chassis Al-ko. Two of 
these firms are German and so is the instruction book. 
The garage owner worked hard through the afternoon 
to try and find someone who would tell him which of the 
three would supply the needed part, but as time drew 
on K&P realised that they would have to phone Lynda 
and ask if there was 'any room in her inn' for two weary 
travelers. Fortunately they did not receive the reply that 
Joseph got all those years ago, and K&P were made 
very welcome as the next day dragged on as they 

hoped to get the van back, and the wait went into a 
further day, before Fiat said that they had the needed 
part (the garage owner having sent for two other parts 
to try and get a match). The Fiat part was due to arrive 
the following morning; during this time K&P were 
buoyed up with the kind and warm welcome of David 
and Lynda, the dedication of the Bible delivery team 
who carried on in their absence, (Pauline said 
she knew they were not really needed, and she could 
definitely retire), and the interest and prayer support of 
various friends who were praying for them. The part 
finally arrived, only to find it had the wrong fittings for 
the van, hence yet another adaptation, but Praise the 
Lord the garage were willing and able to adapt, and 
finally the MOT was passed. K&P and 'Big Bertha' 
were once again on their way back to North Cornwall. 
When they first moved into the van someone said to 
them ' I don't know how you can give up your home'. 
K&P quickly realised, when it was suggested that the 
van had to go back for repairs, that they had not given 
up their home, but just transferred their feelings of 
'home' to the van.. It is strange how we can sing songs 
such as 'this world is not my home', but it is only in 
times like this that we realise how attached we are to 
the 'things of this world'. Another learning curve for 
K&P!!! 

Micah Prayer Day: December  

  December's Micah Prayer Day was unusual, as for 

the first time since arriving in North Cornwall the prayer 
day did not take place in Delabole Methodist Chapel, 
but at St Teath Methodist Chapel. MMM  do thank the 

folks at St Teath Methodist Chapel for their kindness in 
letting them use their premises whilst Bible 
delivering.  The folks gathered gave praise to the Lord, 
Gavin brought a word from God and the Lord spoke 
into the meeting with pictures and prophetic words.
