ALALA 1S very much a seed sowing ministry. The first
and foremost purpose of the ministry is to reach people
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where they are. The most effective way of doing this is
to go to where they live. As the Bible deliverers go to
each home there is an opportunity to speak to people
about Jesus... The people opening the doors will have
various thoughts about God and Jesus, but the
purpose of the Bible Deliverer is to share what God
says in His book the Bible, and to share what He has
done in their own lives, and ultimately to leave a Bible
and a number of testimony tracts with the homeowner.
Some people wonder why Keith does not spend more
time in dialogue with the homeowner listening to what
they think. The answer to that is, that there is a limited
time to share with the people opening the doors, and
they already know what they think, but need to be
awakened to what God thinks, and that is the purpose
of /A4 1f they are interested enough they will
request a return visit, or to ask Pauline to go and do
a Bible study with them - then there will be plenty of
time for questions and answers.

First and foremost, thanks to Ali for doing such a great
job. We certainly would not have done it without you!!.
| asked Ali to give me a few statistics on how the site

was doing ...her answer was so good | decided to print
it as it was.

Gosh, a whole year - time's gone fast! The . /ica/ site
has had 802 visits from 546 different visitors (so some
people have visited twice or more). On average,
people spend two and a half minutes on the site, and
look at three or four pages. The most popular page is
the home page, followed by the newsletter page, then
the publications page, then the team page.

Almost half the site's visitors have found the site
through search engines (46%). 29% of visitors come
from a link on other sites (perhaps church sites/charity
sites), and the remaining 25% come straight to
www.micahmobileministries.org.uk (probably they have
seen the URL in their newsletter?).
Most of the visitors to the site were from the UK (586
visits total - some may have been people returning to
the site), but the US accounted for 99 visits and
Canada for 30. There were visits from lots of other
countries too, including four from Israel and four from
Kenya and one person from Nigeria who looked at 7
pages!
