four local Christians and others came from all oW country
at various times to accomplish this mission. WheibleB
distribution was finished, a seven day mission Wwakl in an
open air amphitheater in the centre of St Just. Wweth known
speakers from the North of England were invited anaahy local
testimonies of God’s working in people’s lives wegreen.

MMMmnoved to Hayle; a larger town of approximately ltvge
thousand people. The town was divided into 6 amatdsabout
600 houses in each area. Bible distribution startelline 2005.
Of one thousand and seventy four properties visgechundred
and thirty four took bibles, a hundred had trabisndred and
fifty six refused any form of literature, but hadnversations
with MMMeam. No one was available in a hundred and forty
nine houses but information was put through theddiox. Two
people who made commitments to the Lord, continuth &
weekly Bible study, and are now attending one a thcal
churchesMMMaim to take any converts to the local churches;
there is no intention to plant new churches in ahyhe areas
covered, but to encourage any who make a commithoetite
Lord to become involved in local fellowships. A nben of
people have made first time commitments to the L@nad
several have been healed. In March 2006 they dtartarea 2-
Ventonleague, and completed visiting in October&00 Six
hundred and fifty three houses were visited of Wwhfour
hundred and fourteen took bibles, sixty one hadtdraNinety
refused, and no one was available even after fisits\wn eighty



seven houses. In eighteen months, two and a h#teddix areas
have been covered

What am | doing here? Why can’t | get out of thisss? Why
can’t someone help me? | only need someone torhelprhese
were all the thoughts going through my mind as tl alane,
isolated in the padded cell of my local psychiatraspital. It
wasn’t the first time I'd been in, and according the
psychiatrist it wouldn’t be the last!

My life shouldn’t have been such a mess. | had myn o
successful decorating business, a lovely houshdarcountry, a
wife, a large car, BUT | also had a large drinklgpeon, and an
oversized inferiority complex; neither of which bud deal
with, nor could anyone else seem to be able to hedp |
thought back through my troubled life.

In hospital aged 20 to be dried out from drink, gnohped
out from an overdose. Another spell in a psyclgalrospital
when overwork and over-drinking took its toll. Wheras all
this going to end? | had come out determined toaralgo of
things, and stay on top.

All seemed to have hopeful signs, but once agaimkdand
despair, followed by rumour of my wife’s affair, citbegan to
darken the rays of hope. Until one day, once agaall got too
much.
| had set off to work, only to return home shakamgl becoming
uncontrolled. | mixed half a bottle of gin to half bottle of
whisky, and began to down it. My friend arrived gretsuaded
me to go to the local psychiatric hospital. Theylda't see me
until 1 had been to my own doctors, and when | watilleave,
they sent for the police to remove me. This thel/lthndcuffed
between two policemen, with whom | had just hadrasiing
match!

The police doctor later arrived, and | was thendfarred to a
psychiatric hospital to serve out my 28 day compylsection.
When this was finished | was returned to my locgyghiatric
hospital for an expected long stay.

There | sat thinking through my life, its lack olinppose or
meaning. It was the 35of March 1980, my second wedding



anniversary, but by now my wife had left me. Tharas no
purpose. | had already hidden two razor blades witith to cut
my wrists.

“Hello Keith”. It was a local lady who had been itiisg me,
and had been inviting me to some religious meetin§ke
wanted me to go that night. | kept saying no, uhtieard a
voice saying to me “What have you got to lose?” Sjud
permission from the ward sister. The meetings vibmiag held
at the local Town Hall, and | made sure | was $dha back. |
wasn’'t actually interested, and my thoughts begamvander.
Then on stage a blind pianist was talking aboutiféisand how
he had tried to fill his emptiness - ‘That’s likeehhthought.

The preacher was a little man, and all | reallyrddgam say was

gain. | prayed and asked God to forgive me, ana theked
Jesus to come and rule my life, and live in me. Mvhgot back
to the ward, the ward sister said, “We’ll see howg it lasts.” It
